	Settlement Grants Program (SGP)
	To deliver services which assist eligible clients to become self-reliant and participate
equitably in Australian society as soon as possible after arrival.
	An organisation must be one or more of the following:
• a not-for-profit, incorporated, community organisation
• a local government organisation
• currently funded to deliver services under the Adult Migrant English Program (AMEP)
• in rural and regional areas, a government service delivery organisation.
	Approximately $19.5million will be available Australia wide to fund new grants.

	Aussie Farmers Foundation Grants
	Projects with rural and regional focus:
· Aim to improve the health and wellbeing of Australian farmers and/or their families.
· Address concerns specific to rural and regional communities such as health inadequacies.
· Environmental organisations working towards the practice of sustainable development.
· Seed funding for new ideas that benefit the marginalised and disadvantaged farming families.
· Building the capacity of charitable organisations and the community sector
	Organisations must be Deductible Gift Recipient (DGR) Item 1. Organisations that are DGR Item 1 but are not Tax Concession Charities or Government Entities may not be eligible.
All organisations applying to the foundation must also advise their ABN so we can check your tax status.
	•The Aussie Farmers Foundation will not consider applications for funding of less than $10,000.
•The Foundation is currently funding grants for a duration of 1 year. It is recommended that grantees refer to the website periodically to see whether this has changed.
•The Foundation prefers to fund initiatives in the range of $15,000-$50,000 per annum. In some exceptional circumstances grants may be made outside this range and there is scope for smaller grants where appropriate.
•The Foundation holds in reserve a small amount of funds for allocation in response to special requests of immediate need for disaster relief. Grants for this area only are under $10,000 per annum

— be a separate legal entity such as an incorporated association or a company
— have no outstanding acquittals or serious* breaches relating to any Australian Government funding.
* a serious breach is one that has resulted in, or warrants, termination of a funding agreement.

	Indigenous Broadcasting Program
	The IBP provides direct funding support to the Indigenous broadcasting industry. The overall objective is to help Indigenous broadcasters become stronger and build a more sustainable Indigenous broadcasting sector.   Refer to Guidelines on website for details of what will be funded.
	• For-profit organisations or community not-for-profit organisations with the legal standing to enter into a legally binding funding agreement with the Australian Government 
• Indigenous controlled organisations that hold a valid community broadcasting licence or a Temporary Community Broadcasting Licence (TCBL) plus an apparatus licence
• Indigenous narrowcasters who operate in locations currently not served by any licensed community broadcasting service. To receive funding in 2011–12, narrowcasters will need to demonstrate progress in obtaining a TCBL from the Australian Communications and Media Authority (ACMA) or in securing an ongoing community broadcasting licence

	Caring for our Country - Open-call Funding
	The open call investment process is the principal way in which funding for projects can be sought under this business plan. It provides the opportunity for diverse groups and organisations to obtain funding.

For example, applicants can submit open call applications to address targets related to Ramsar wetlands, the NRS, coastal community engagement and sustainable farm practices.
Applicants should plan their projects to meet these Caring for our Country targets.
	To be eligible for Caring for our Country investment you must meet all of the following:
• be a legal entity. If your organisation is not a legal entity you will need to partner with an organisation that is. In broad terms, a legal entity is an organisation that can legally enter into a contract
• clearly identify in your application which targets you seek to address
• have, or be able to obtain before agreed commencement, all necessary planning, regulatory or other approvals, to ensure all activities are completed by 30 June 2013
• have no overdue reports or acquittals from previous Australian Government funding
• have the agreement of the lead partner organisation and key partner organisations to submit the application (for example, chief executive officer of the company, president of the community group, chief executive of the government department).

	 $20 000 to $500,000 (GST exclusive).              The exception to the $500 000 guide is land acquisition proposals under the National Reserve System (NRS) where land value is a factor.

	Festivals Australia
	Festivals Australia is the Australian Government’s program which funds Australian regional, remote and community festivals to present quality arts projects. It is designed to assist the festival to present new or special arts activities that they have not presented before and where they would be unable to do so without financial support.  Assistance is provided on a case by case basis with no commitment to ongoing funding. There is no maximum grant amount however grants over $12,000 will need to provide additional information.

Eligible gardens will be those that have either been publicly accessible through our program of garden openings in past years, or gardens have otherwise been open to public access and enjoyment (and are likely to be open in the future), from any state or territory of Australia.

This grant provides assistance towards the costs of public presentation of visual arts, craft and design. This can include, but is not limited to, framing, media releases, media photographs, advertising, space rental, installation costs, promotional printing, mail outs, documentation, freight, travel, equipment rental, insurance, technical assistance and opening costs.
	Individuals and groups are eligible to apply only once per round and if successful, cannot apply again for 12 months.

Three areas of research relevant to Army's requirements have been identified:

	Events Queensland Regional Development Program (EQRDP)
	The program is committed to enhancing existing events in regional Queensland, as well as helping to establish new events.
Events must achieve the following key objectives:
* Increase local economic activity and development; 
* Enhance the profile and appeal of the destination in which it is held; 
*Encourage external visitation to the destination; 
*Enhance the visitor experience; and 
*Demonstrate future growth and sustainability. 
	To be eligible for funding, events must be located in regional Queensland, outside of the Brisbane City Council area. They must have been held at least once or, if in the concept stage, be at an advanced stage of development with demonstrated community support. 
Organisations intending to bring a one-off event to their region may also apply, with funding awarded once the event is secured.
The event must be organised by a formally constituted organisation or a group which has a written agreement with a formally constituted organisation to provide an auspice. QERDP will accept an umbrella application from organisations on behalf of a number of events seeking support.
