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2.2 DECISION RULES 

Decisions needed to be made regarding the classification of vacant and 
underdeveloped land. Outside of commercial and industrial zoned areas, 
decisions also had to be made regarding whether or not a business was active. 
The decision rules that were used are outlined below. 

Vacant land comprises: 

o land that is clear of buildings or sheds and appears available for 
development activity; 

o lots that are being used for temporary activities, such as the storage of 
pipes and equipment during road and other infrastructure construction, 
but which are nonetheless vacant and available for development once 
temporary activities terminate; and/or 

o lots which contain small dwellings that appear to be uninhabited and/or 
have been sold recently or are currently advertised for sale and are 
therefore expected to be redeveloped to comprise commercial/industrial 
activities. 

Vacant tenancies (both industrial and commercial) were not classified as vacant 
land in the database. In the analysis of commercial activity in this report vacant 
commercial tenancies were analysed with the businesses and reported on 
accordingly as vacancies. In the industrial section of the report, vacant 
tenancies (i.e. an industrial lot with no business on it but with a vacant shed/s) 
were treated as vacant lots and form part of the supply of vacant industrial 
land. 

Underdeveloped land includes: 

o lots with a dwelling on site; and 

o lots being marginally utilised (typically under 20% of the site area, 
taking into account hardstand areas) and mainly used for open storage 
of materials and older equipment. 

Activities on land zoned other than commercial or industrial were noted if 
there were any of the following: 

o a sign with a business name; 

o a large shed believed to be used for commercial purposes (excluding 
sheds on rural zoned land which are used for the storage of agricultural 
products or machinery); 

o storage of equipment, machinery and tools if several items were stored 
and thought to be used for commercial uses; or 

o anything else that was ‘out of the ordinary’ for the area/zoning (such as 
a rural residential lot with 15+ new cars on it). 
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3  Metadata 
This section contains a description of the data included in the database and data 
considerations and caveats. 

3.1  DATABASE FIELDS 

 
Field name Description 

Business name The name of the business as shown on the business sign. For 
businesses where a name was not evident, a name from either 
ABN data or internet searches has been included in the 
comments field when available. 

Township The name of the township the business/lot is located in or the 
closest township. 

Vacant land A yes/no field. A ‘Y’ is included for lots that are vacant. This 
is only for commercial zoned lots in the commercial database 
or industrial/light industrial zoned land in the industrial 
database. It only includes lots that are vacant. Vacant 
commercial tenancies or industrial sites that are not occupied 
but have a shed or building on them are not included in this 
field. Instead they are titled ‘Vacant’ in the business name 
and this field remains blank. 

Underdeveloped A yes/no field. A ‘Y’ is included for lots that are 
underdeveloped. The decision rule for this classification is 
outlined in Section 2 of this report. This flag is only used for 
commercial zoned lots in the commercial database or 
industrial/light industrial zoned land in the industrial 
database. 

Lot The lot number/s. This is left blank for businesses that use 
more than one contiguous lot if there is more than one plan 
number. Both the lot and plan numbers are included in the 
‘Plan’ and ‘Lot Plan’ field for these businesses. 

Plan The plan number/s. For businesses that use more than one 
contiguous lot with different plan numbers this includes both 
the lot and plan numbers. 

Lot Plan This is the lot and plan number combined in a standard 
format as per the DCDB. However, businesses over more 
than one lot will need to be split into separate entries for 
mapping. Similarly, when there is more than one business on 
a lot the entries will need to be condensed into one entry. 

Primary Street Frontage The main street that the business/lot fronts. 

Secondary Street Frontage The second street frontage where applicable. 

Tertiary Street Frontage The third street frontage where applicable. 
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Gross lettable area/gross floor 
area  

For commercial businesses a Gross Lettable Area was 
estimated from site inspections. For businesses in the two 
Emerald Centro shopping centres, GLAs were obtained 
directly from Centro management. For industrial businesses a 
Gross Floor Area was estimated from site inspections and the 
use of aerial photography.  

Lot size The size of the lot on which the business is located. This field 
should be summed with caution because where there are 
multiple tenancies on a single lot, the lot details are repeated. 

Net lot area used This field is only used in the industrial database. It is the 
estimated lot area used for each business. For lots with only 
one business which uses the entire lot, this will be equal to 
the lot size. For lots with multiple businesses, this was 
apportioned based on either aerial photography if the 
businesses were completely separate, or based on GFA. 

Net area 
underdeveloped/vacant 

This is the estimated area of the lot that is classified as vacant 
or underdeveloped. For vacant lots this will be the entire lot 
and therefore equal to lot size. For underdeveloped lots 
where the entire lot is considered underdeveloped, this will 
also be equal to the lot size. However, for some large lots, 
part of the lot is being fully utilised by a business and only a 
portion of the lot is underdeveloped. In these cases the entire 
lot size is apportioned between ‘Net lot area used’ and ‘Net 
area underdeveloped/vacant’. There are a few instances 
where large lots are underdeveloped but contain more than 
one business. To avoid double counting the underdeveloped 
area is only included with one business and this is noted in 
the comments field for the other business/es on the lot.  

Zoning This is the zoning based on the existing planning schemes. 

Mining services related This is a yes/no field. A ‘Y’ indicates that the business has 
been identified as mining services related.  

Tourism related This is a yes/no field. A ‘Y’ indicates that the business has 
been identified as mining services related. 

Located outside 
commercial/industrial zoned 
land 

This is a yes/no field. In the commercial database a ‘Y’ 
indicates that the business is located on land that is not zoned 
commercial. In the industrial database a ‘Y’ indicates that the 
business is not located on industrial/light industrial or special 
industrial land. Note that even though a business may be 
located outside commercial/industrial zoned land it may still 
be appropriately zoned for its use (e.g. motels located on land 
zoned residential accommodation).   

Comments This includes any additional comments including what is on 
underdeveloped land, if vacant/underdeveloped land is 
government owned and if any additional information has 
been used for classification such as the ABN database.

3.2  DATA CONSIDERATIONS AND CAVEATS 

The data are based on observations at the time of the site visit, which was 
during the last week of April 2010. It is possible that during the visit lots were 
only being partly used even though at other times of the year the entire lot is 
used. This is likely to have most of an impact on the classification of whether 
or not a lot is underdeveloped. To try to overcome this, aerial photography at 
two points in time were examined (where available) and during the site visit 
lots that had an obvious hardstand area were not classified as underdeveloped 
even if the area was not being used at that point in time. 

In the database a GLA has not been included for motels, hotels, caravan parks, 
clubs and pubs. It was decided that the whole site area was the most 
appropriate measurement of size for these operations. This is included in the 
‘Lot size’ field and not repeated in the GLA field. If analysis is undertaken 
based solely on GLA, the presence of Accommodation and Food Service 
businesses will be underrepresented. However, to include the lot size figure 
would severely skew GLA estimates in favour of Accommodation and Food 
Services. 

Care should be taken when analysing both multiple tenancies and businesses 
that are located on more than one contiguous lot. Each business has only one 
entry even if it is located on multiple adjoining lots. If an analysis involving 
lots is required, care should be taken to make sure that each of these lots is 
considered even though they are included under only one entry. 

For multiple tenancies there is a separate entry for each business located on the 
lot. Care needs to be taken when mapping these lots or when summing lot area 
to make sure that there is no double counting. To avoid double counting of area 
analysis can be undertaken using the ‘Net Lot Area Used’ field. In this field the 
lot area has been divided for each business and summing this field will not 
cause double counting. 
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4 Commercial and retail activity  
This section comprises a summary of the commercial and retail activity in the 
region by ANZSIC and by town. The following analysis includes all 
businesses/activities on commercial zoned land, as well as commercial or retail 
businesses identified on other zoned land. It does, however, exclude any retail 
or commercial businesses that are located on industrial land as these are 
included in the industrial database and therefore in the analysis in Section 5. 

Businesses in Gemfields have not been included in this analysis due to 
difficulty classifying businesses by ANZSIC and measuring the GLA of 
fossicking and related businesses. An analysis of all Gemfields’ businesses is 
included in Section 7. 

4.1 COMMERCIAL ACTIVITY BY ANZSIC 

The April 2010 field inventory revealed that there are more than 560 
commercial businesses in the Central Highlands region, with a Gross Lettable 
Area of approximately 110,000m2 (Table 4.1). Almost two-thirds of these 
businesses are located in Emerald (356 businesses). There were an additional 
44 vacant premises identified. 

As highlighted in Section 3.2, GLA has not been included for hotels, motels, 
caravan parks, pubs and clubs because these businesses typically use the entire 
lot and occupy large premises, and including an area for these businesses 
overstates the amount of commercial GLA in the region. All businesses in the 
Accommodation and Food Services sector occupy a total area of approximately 
370,000m2 (this includes GLA for cafes and restaurants and site area for 
accommodation businesses, pubs and clubs). This area is approximately three 
times the total GLA in the Central Highlands.

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Retail Trade is by far the largest component of commercial activity in terms of 
GLA (Figure 4.1).  Approximately half of commercial GLA in the region is 
dedicated to Retail Trade (59,000m2), though only 30% of businesses are in 
this sector (Figure 4.2). This difference is a result of car dealerships and shops 
such as supermarkets which have a significantly larger GLA than other 
commercial businesses. In terms of GLA, the largest retail categories are Motor 
Vehicle Retailing (15,000m2), Supermarket and Grocery Stores (12,900m2) and 
Pharmaceutical and Other Store-Based Retailing which comprises a variety of 
stores. 

Public Administration and Safety is the second largest sector by GLA in the 
CHRC area, accounting for approximately 7% (8,600m2) of GLA. This sector 
includes Council offices, Queensland Government offices, courthouses and 
police stations. In terms of GLA, the largest categories are State Government 
Administration (3,050m2) and Local Government Administration (2,760m2). 

The third largest commercial sector by GLA is Arts and Recreation Services. 
This includes the Blackwater Civic Centre, the Capella Cultural Centre and 
Town/Community Halls. Together they comprise 6% (7,600m2) of GLA.

Retail Trade while accounting for the largest amount of GLA is also the sector 
with the largest number of businesses (182 businesses accounting for 30%). 
The retail classifications that contain the largest number of businesses are 
Pharmaceutical and Other Store-Based Retailing which comprises a range of 
stores: Clothing, Footwear and Personal Accessory Retailing and Specialised 
Food Retailing which includes bottleshops, bakeries and butchers. 

Accommodation and Food Services is the second largest sector in terms of 
business numbers, with 16% of businesses (98 businesses). Of these businesses 
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46 are mainly accommodation related, 39 are cafes, restaurants and take-away 
food business with the remaining 13 pubs, taverns, bars and clubs. GLA was 
not included for most businesses in this sector (hotels, motels, caravan parks, 
pubs and clubs) which is why Accommodation and Food Services does not 
appear in Figure 4.1 despite being a large component of commercial activity in 
the region. 

Other Services (which includes personal care services such as hairdressers and 
beauty salons) and Professional, Scientific and Technical Services account for 
a larger proportion of businesses, 8% and 6% respectively, than they do GLA, 
reflecting their small average size.

We investigated the spatial distribution of commercial businesses by ANZSIC 
code within and between towns. There were no apparent patterns to the 
distribution either with regard to separation or agglomeration. Accordingly no 
maps by ANZSIC have been presented in this report. 

4.2 COMMERCIAL ACTIVITY BY TOWN 

Emerald, with more than 76,000m2 of occupied commercial GLA, contains 
nearly 70% of all occupied GLA in the CHRC area (and around 63% of all the 
commercial businesses), underlining its status as the administrative and retail 
centre of the CHRC. Compared to the remainder of the CHRC area, Emerald 
has a higher proportion of businesses in Professional, Scientific and Technical 
Services, Administrative and Support Services and Financial and Insurance 
Services. Emerald has a lower proportion of businesses in Accommodation and 
Food Services. Figure B1 in Appendix B shows the distribution of Emerald’s 
commercial businesses. 

Blackwater, with 17,000m2 of commercial GLA is the second largest town in 
the region in terms of commercial activity, containing 15% of the Central 
Highlands’ occupied commercial GLA and 16% of businesses (88). Compared 
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to Emerald and the remainder of CHRC, Retail Trade accounts for a lower 
proportion of GLA in Blackwater and the share of GLA dedicated to Arts and 
Recreation is much greater. Aside from these sectors the disaggregation of 
Blackwater’s businesses by ANZSIC is not significantly different to that of the 
remainder of the CHRC area. The geographical distribution of commercial 
businesses in Blackwater are shown in Figure B3 in Appendix B.  

The third largest town in terms of commercial GLA and businesses is 
Springsure, with nearly 7,000m2 of occupied GLA (accounting for 6% of the 
Central Highlands’ total) (see Figure B7). 

The geographical distribution of commercial businesses in the other localities 
are in Appendix B.

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4.3 RETAIL FLOORSPACE IN EMERALD  

A 1994 study by Gannon and Gannon looked at retail floorspace in the former 
Emerald Shire over time. Their data are compared to data collected for this 
study in April 2010 to look at the changes in retail floorspace over time.  

Retail floorspace in the former Emerald Shire increased by 69% between 1992 
and 2010 from approximately 20,000m2 to 33,700m2 (see Table 4.3). However, 
the population of the region increased by a similar percentage over this period, 
resulting in little change in retail floorspace per person. Despite a significant 
increase in retail floorspace per person between 1980 and 1992, it is apparent 
that there has been no change between 1992 and 2010.

4.4 COMMERCIAL VACANCY RATES AND LAND SUPPLY 

4.4.1 Vacancy rates 

The average commercial vacancy rate for the CHRC area is 5.0%. This is 
considered an appropriate level to allow for new market entrants and to allow 
existing businesses to expand and contract in response to changing market 
conditions. There are 44 vacant commercial premises in the whole of the 
CHRC area, with a total GLA of approximately 5,800m2. 

Blackwater has the highest vacancy rate of all towns in the CHRC area at 
11.8%. Emerald has the lowest vacancy rate at 3.2%.

4.4.2 Vacant and underdeveloped commercial land 

In addition to the vacant premises discussed above there are a number of 
commercial zoned lots that are either vacant or underdeveloped and could 
potentially be [re]developed into commercial premises in the future. For the 
total CHRC area there are approximately 8.7ha of vacant commercial land and 
6.7ha of underdeveloped land. 

Blackwater with 6.2ha has the most vacant or underdeveloped commercial land 
of all towns in the Central Highlands (Table 4.5). Emerald has 3.7ha of vacant 
or underdeveloped commercial land and Rolleston 2.0ha. Figures in Appendix 
B show the vacant and underdeveloped commercial zoned land in the larger 
towns.

4.4.3 Other zoned land being used 

Of the 564 commercial businesses identified in the Central Highlands, 427 are 
on commercial zoned land and an additional 24 are on Village, Town or 
Business land in the smaller towns (Table 4.6). 

The other businesses, while not on commercial land are not necessarily on 
inappropriately zoned land (eg. there are accommodation facilities on land 
zoned Residential Accommodation and golf clubs/lawn bowls clubs on land 
zoned Recreation). There are, however, a number of businesses on Residential, 
Rural Residential or Rural land. Of the 53 commercial businesses located on 
Residential, Rural Residential or Rural land, 19 are accommodation 
establishments. The other businesses include two centres, Western Crossing 
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Shops and the shops at Mayfair Estate, as well as a number of home-based 
businesses. There are potentially many more home-based businesses that were 
not identified during the inventory because of a lack of signs or other 
identifier/s.

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5  Industrial activity 
This section comprises a summary of industrial activity within the Central 
Highlands by ANZSIC classification, by town and by lot size based on the 
April 2010 field inventory. The analysis includes all businesses/activities on 
industrial zoned land, as well as any other industrial businesses in the region. 
However, industrial businesses that are located on commercial land are 
excluded as these are included in the commercial database and in the preceding 
analysis in Section 4. 

Businesses in Gemfields have not been included in this analysis due to 
difficulty classifying businesses by ANZSIC and difficulty measuring GLA of 
fossicking and related business. An analysis of all Gemfields businesses in 
included in Section 7. 

5.1 INDUSTRIAL ACTIVITY BY ANZSIC 

Based on the April 2010 field inventory there are over 430 industrial 
businesses in CHRC area, covering an area of 285ha (see Table 5.1). Of these 
businesses approximately two-thirds are in Emerald (288 businesses).

The Central Highlands has a range of industrial businesses across most 
industry sectors. In terms of land area used, Transport, Postal and Warehousing 
is the largest sector accounting for 27% (75.8ha) of industrial land used in 
CHRC (Figure 5.1), even though it only accounts for 13% of businesses 
(Figure 5.2). This reflects a number of businesses on large lots in this sector 
including Graincorp storage facilities and Queensland Rail depots. Based on 
land area, the largest categories in this sector are Road Freight Transport 
(25.7ha) and Warehousing and Storage Services (23.4ha). 

Manufacturing is the second largest sector by area in the Central Highlands 
region, accounting for 13% of industrial land (37.1ha), and 10% of all 
businesses. The largest manufacturing type by land use is Cement, Lime, 
Plaster and Concrete Product Manufacturing (18.2ha), which accounts for 
nearly half of the land occupied by manufacturing businesses. 

The third largest industrial sector by area is Electricity, Gas, Water and Waste 
Services despite only accounting for 4% of businesses. Businesses in this 
sector include Ergon Energy depots, transfer stations and waste collection 
services and are often on large lots zoned Utilities or Community. Given the 
scale and nature of these businesses, it is not surprising that they number 
comparatively few, but cover a large amount of land area.

The ‘Other Services’ sector contains the greatest number of industrial 
businesses within the Central Highlands and includes businesses in repairs and 
maintenance of automotives and machinery and equipment. Despite being the 
largest sector in terms of business numbers, the sector only accounts for 8% of 
the land area (23.9ha). 

The second and third largest sectors in terms of business numbers are 
Wholesale Trade and Construction (Figure 5.2), with 14% of business in each 
(with 60 and 59 businesses respectively).

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5.2 INDUSTRIAL ACTIVITY BY TOWN 

Emerald contains 288 industrial businesses on 142ha, accounting for two-thirds 
of industrial businesses in the Central Highlands and approximately half the 
industrial land used. The higher proportion of businesses compared to land 
reflects the smaller average size of businesses located in Emerald compared to 
other towns within the region, particularly Blackwater. 

There are 68 industrial businesses in Blackwater on 85ha. Blackwater accounts 
for approximately 15% of the Central Highlands’ industrial businesses, and a 
disproportionately large amount of the region’s utilised industrial land (30%). 
This reflects the larger industrial lots south of the Capricorn Highway in 
Blackwater, including those used as Queensland Rail Depots. 

Capella, with 38 industrial businesses over 25ha is the third largest town in the 
CHRC area in terms of industrial activity, containing approximately 9% of the 
businesses and 9% of the utilised industrial land.

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5.3 LOT SIZES OF DEVELOPED INDUSTRIAL LAND 

The majority of occupied industrial zoned lots in the Central Highlands area 
are less than 1ha. Of the 252 occupied industrial zoned lots, 142 are less than 
4,000m2, with an additional 67 lots between 4,000m2 and 1ha (Table 5.3). 
However, sizes range from a dance academy and electrical contractors on 
144m2 lots to a Queensland Rail Facilities Depot on a 21.4ha lot. 

There are 11 lots that are larger than 5ha. The businesses/operations on these 
large lots are the Emerald Saleyards, Graincorp (Emerald and Springsure), 
Hastings Deering, Capella Mine Fix, Blackwater QR Depot (over two lots), 
Doug Slack Foundry, Komatsu, Queensland Cotton Gin in Emerald and 
Yamala Cotton Gin. However, 5 of these large lots have been classified as 
underdeveloped and have large parts of the lot that do not appear to be utilised 
by the business (i.e. no hardstand or evidence of storage). 

There are, however, 29 instances of multiple tenancies where there is more 
than one business located on a lot. Some of these may essentially be different 
components of the one business (eg. H&R Contractors, Totalspan and Emerald 
Roller Shutters and Doors), but others are seemingly unrelated businesses (eg. 
Safety Sales and Hire, Emerald Dry Cleaners, Emerald Air Starters and 
Emerald Ice).The 29 lots are occupied by a total of 77 businesses, with an 
average of 2.8 businesses on each lot. The size of these lots with multiple 
tenancies ranges from 1,000m2 to 21.4ha. It would seem reasonable to assume 
that related businesses have co-located to either accommodate all businesses on 
the one lot, or for economies of scale. Reasons for co-location of unrelated 
businesses are unclear, though could be linked to a lack of appropriately sized 
lots at the time or potentially to take advantage of cheaper rental costs through 
sub-leasing. 

5.4 SUPPLY OF INDUSTRIAL LAND 

The field inventory identified a total of 437 industrial businesses on 406ha 
(including the Yamala Cotton Gin). This land, however, is not all zoned 
industrial. Of these 406ha, 218ha are zoned industrial or light industrial and 
121ha are special industrial. The remaining 67ha are not zoned industrial (see 
Table 5.4).

Emerald has the largest amount of non-industrial zoned land being used by 
industrial businesses (31.7ha). While some of this is zoned appropriately for its 
current use (such as lots zoned Utilities) there are still a number of industrial 
businesses operating on land zoned Residential, Rural Residential, Rural or 
Residential Accommodation. Springsure and Capella also have industrial 
businesses operating on land zoned Residential, Rural Residential or Rural. 

Even though there are industrial businesses operating on non-industrial zoned 
land, it does not necessarily imply a shortage of industrial zoned land. There is 
a large amount of vacant or underdeveloped industrial zoned land that could be 
developed in the future. For the whole of the Central Highlands Region, 701ha 
of industrial zoned land was identified (plus the 121ha of special industrial land 
at Yamala). Of this, however, 389ha were identified as vacant and 93ha as 
underdeveloped (Table 5.5)

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In total there are 482ha of vacant or underdeveloped industrial zoned land in 
the CHRC area (Table 5.6). Emerald has the most vacant and underdeveloped 
industrial land (97 lots covering 242ha) followed by Springsure (24 lots over 
88ha) and Blackwater (49 lots over 85ha).

Examination of the development applications from the last three years revealed 
that the only major industrial development in the pipeline is the Central Park 
Industrial Estate in Emerald, which covers 40ha. This is counted in the 190ha 
of vacant industrial land in Emerald available for development. Other 
development applications are for site modifications such as the addition of a 
shed. 
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6  Mining Related Businesses 
During the field inventory in April 2010, 76 businesses were identified as 
being related to mining services; including 65 industrial businesses and 11 
commercial businesses. This section includes an analysis of these businesses 
by town and by ANZSIC classification.     

6.1 MINING RELATED BUSINESSES BY TOWN 

Emerald contains more mining related businesses than the other towns in the 
Central Highlands, with six commercial businesses and 40 industrial 
businesses. However, Blackwater has a higher proportion of business numbers 
and GLA/area that are mining services related (4.6% of commercial GLA and 
17.0% of industrial area); indicating that Blackwater is potentially more reliant 
on the mining industry than Emerald, which is more economically diverse. 
Blackwater contains four commercial businesses and 18 industrial businesses 
that are mining services related. This equates to 4.5% of all of Blackwater’s 
commercial and businesses and 26.5% of industrial businesses.   

Capella is the only other town in Central Highlands that contains businesses 
which were identified as mining related. It contains one commercial business 
and seven industrial businesses that are mining services related. Like 
Blackwater, Capella has a higher proportion of businesses and GLA/area that 
are mining services related than Emerald, indicating a potential greater reliance 
on the mining industry.

6.2 MINING RELATED BUSINESSES BY ANZSIC 

There are a variety of businesses in the CHRC area that service the mining 
industry, ranging from training centres to manufacturers of parts for mining 
equipment and machinery.  

Commercial mining related businesses include businesses involved in training, 
administration and research.

There are more industrial mining related businesses than commercial, and they 
are more varied in their operations. The single largest sector for these 
businesses is Manufacturing, which accounts for 15 of the 64 businesses (Table 
6.3). These businesses manufacturer parts for machinery, equipment and 
vehicles used by the mining industry.  

The second largest sector is Mining. Most of the businesses that fall under this 
classification are involved in exploration, drilling or contracting. Other 
industry sectors with a number of mining related businesses include 
Construction, Wholesale Trade, Other Services (which are mainly involved in 
repairs and maintenance of machinery and equipment) and Rental Services. 

It is worth noting that some of these businesses fall across more than one 
industry classification, but for the purposes of this analysis have been assigned 
one classification relating to what appeared to be their main activity. 

A full list of all businesses related to mining services is provided in Appendix

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7  Gemfields  
Gemfields businesses were not included in the preceding analysis of 
commercial and industrial businesses, because of difficulties surrounding 
classification of many businesses in Gemfields and limitations with measuring 
GLAs/areas. A separate analysis of these businesses is presented in this 
section. 

7.1 GEMFIELDS BUSINESSES BY TOWN 

There are four towns within the Gemfields region – Rubyvale, Sapphire, 
Anakie and Willows. Businesses in each of these towns were identified as part 
of the field inventory. The inventory indentified a total of 100 businesses in all 
of Gemfields. Of these, 54 are in Rubyvale and 29 are in Sapphire (Table 7.1), 
which together account for 83% of the businesses in Gemfields.

Nearly half of the businesses in Gemfields are commercial businesses 
including shops, cafes, caravan parks and motels. Approximately 41% of 
businesses are related to fossicking or gem cutting and many of these are 
home-based businesses. These fossicking businesses were not classified 
according to ANZSIC codes because they could be considered either as retail 
outlets, tourist activities or small scale mining operations. The remaining 11% 
of businesses are industrial businesses and include larger mining operations 
(such as Emerald Quarries and Armfest), repairs and maintenance businesses 
and sales of used mining equipment. 

7.2 GEMFIELDS BUSINESSES BY ANZSIC 

For this analysis fossicking or gem cutting was included as an industry 
classification in addition to the ANZSIC classifications, and is the category that 
contains the most businesses (41). Other industries with a high proportion of 
businesses were Retail Trade (20) and Accommodation and Food Services. 
(17) This reflects the tourist nature of the region and is typical of smaller 
towns. 

The 20 businesses classified as Retail Trade are estimated to occupy around 
2,500m2. Retail businesses in Gemfields include four supermarkets/corner 
stores, two bottleshops and six shops selling gems.
